Hearing. As part of our commitment to helping with our members’ overall quality
of life, we offer essential hearing services that are not covered by Original
Medicare, including a routine hearing exam and an allowance every three years

toward the purchase of hearing aids.

Vision. Regular eye exams may do more than help maintain your vision. They may
